1.  Reference (a) established COMNAVSURFLANT policy for assessment of steel tanks and voids during CNO availabilities. Reference (b) tasks SUPSHIP Portsmouth (C220) to conduct tank and void assessments during SEMAT I visits when opening of tanks and voids by the contractor is mandated by specification package work requirements.


2.  To eliminate duplicate coverage and more efficiently utilize limited maintenance funding, contractor/shipyard visual inspections of steel tanks and voids will no longer be tasked and funded during NAVSURFLANT CNO availabilities. All SHAPEC Planning Activities are to incorporate references (c) and (d) into each NAVSURFLANT CNO availability work specification package. In addition, work items developed for opening of specific steel tanks or voids shall not contain requirements for contractor/shipyard visual inspections of these tanks or voids.
