2. The following administrative information is provided to facilitate planning your visit to the region:

a.
A block of 35 rooms has been reserved at the NAVSTA Bremerton BOQ.  Cut off date for confirming individual reservations is 15 June 2001.  After this date unconfirmed rooms will be returned to the BOQ for use of other guests.  Confirmation can be made by calling Ms. Heather Parrish, telephone number is 360-476-0221 or DSN 439-0221, or e-mail: Parrish@rmca.pnwrmc.navy.mil.  We will need your last and first name, SSN, and rank.  
We are required to provide the CMO caterer the number of attendees by 20 June 2001.  We will be charged by this number, or the number of attendees, if larger than the estimated number.  We request you advise if you will attend prior to 15 June 2001.

The Conference will be held in the SUBASE Bangor Consolidated Mess Open (CMO) in the Trident Ball Room on the second deck.  We will also have a smaller room in the same area for the Flag/SES meeting.  The CMO is adjacent to the Bangor BOQ (across the parking lot).  There is adequate parking available at the CMO.  The meetings will start at 0745.  To cover the Conference facilities rent and other associated charges, a conference fee of will be collected at the door.  We will  provide the amount of the conference fee when known.  Estimate it will be in the $40 to $50 range.  Payment will be by cash only, we will be unable to accept credit cards.  A working lunch will be provided both days, and is included in the cost.

Driving directions from SEATAC Airport are as follows:  When departing the airport terminal follow the signs to Interstate 5.  Take I-5 South towards Portland.  Remain on I-5 until you pass the Tacoma Dome on the right hand side of the highway.  Move into the right hand lane and watch for highway 16 to Bremerton.  Take the junction 16 turn-off to the right and follow the state highway 16 signs to Bremerton.  At the village of Gorst, state highway 16 changes to state highway 3.  For SUBASE Bangor, remain on state highway 3 and proceed past Silverdale, exiting the freeway at the Keyport/Bangor exit.  Follow the signs to the SUBASE Bangor main gate where temporary automobile passes for rental cars may be obtained at the Pass and ID office directly adjacent to the main gate.  From this point, follow the signs to the CMO, Navy Exchange, and Commissary.  For NAVSTA Bremerton BOQ, exit highway 3 at the Kitsap Way exit.  Go right on Kitsap Way, stay in the right hand lane, (1.9 miles) turn right on Naval Avenue, enter NAVSTA Bremerton, turn left at the second stop sign, follow the road to the BOQ.
