Action Item 02-17 - NAMTS to NTMPS

Information Point Paper
Background:  The Qualifications Tracking Management System host is centrally located but each NAMTS site maintains a separate database on it. It is not capable of supporting NAMTS metrics and has limited utility. It is sponsored by OP N43, managed by NAVSEA 04L11, and administered by NAVSHIPSO. There is 50K earmarked for this system in FY-03.

The Navy Training Management and Planning System (NTMPS) is the NMCI compliant national data warehouse that provides the official Navy Electronic Training Jacket. It is sponsored by OP-00T, managed by CNET, and administered by NTPDTC. It provides the location of Sailors with specific qualifications in standard, customized, or ad-hoc formats and can be viewed on-line, printed, or downloaded to the desktop. Primary keys for searching it for skilled Sailors are the NEC and Course Identification Numbers (CINs). 

There is a qualifications tracking function being developed in the Human Resources module of NEMAIS. It is scheduled for release to the production environment in November. Information in that module will not be visible in the foreseeable future to outside activities such as ship C.O.s

Discussion:  Umbrella CINs were assigned to NAMTS Navy Enlisted Classification codes on a 1-1 ratio. Sailors that qualify on each process of a JQR but for a variety of reasons do not get the NEC could be found in NTMPS by searching on the Umbrella CIN.  

Each umbrella CIN has associated Sub-CINs for qualifications in specific processes within the JQR. As Sailors qualify their progress could be tracked by entry of the appropriate Sub-CIN in NTMPS. Sailors that qualify on one or more processes but for a variety of reasons do not complete the qualification path could be found in NTMPS by searching on the Sub-CIN.

Status:  A pilot test is going on at SIMA, Norfolk. Standard Training Activity Support System (STASS) has been installed and essential training for SIMA is being conducted. The data is to be entered daily or as required into STASS by a few Sailors. The information is sent every week electronically to the Navy Integrated Training Resource and Administration System, then monthly to NTMPS. It is believed that NTMPS is capable of supporting NAMTS metrics. 

Recommendation:   Report NAMTS qualifications to NTMPS by NEC, CIN, or Sub-CIN until a process is developed to supplant STASS entry with NEMAIS.
