SLQ-32 Repair, Align, and Calibrate (RAC) Program

Purpose:

The SLQ-32 Repair, Align, and Calibrate (RAC) Program is a cost effective service life extension program for the AN/SLQ-32(V) Electronic Warfare (EW) Program.

Cognizant Staff Code:

N633

Brief Description:

RAC is a service life extension maintenance philosophy for the AN/SLQ-2(V) EW suite.  The two primary focal points for conducting a RAC are identified during the Material Condition Review (MCR) conducted during CSRR Phase I.  These focal points are physical deterioration (e.g., corrosion) and radio frequency deterioration.

Guiding Principles:

· Because the AN/SLQ-32(V) lacks any type of formal overhaul process/program, this is a low cost maintenance initiative.  

· RAC decisions are based on hull specific historical data.  

· Review EW systems CASREPs, 4790.2K/Q and the results of the MCR/CSRR Phase I/II.

· Plan RAC to repair the EW system and return system to a sound operational posture. 

 Measures of Effectiveness:

· Reduced technical assists. 

· EW systems CASREPs and cost of ownership.  

· Increased EW operational capability and reliability.
