FREE ISSUE MATERIAL

Purpose:

To ensure maximum use of residual assets and save OPTAR dollars.

Brief Description:

There are approximately 30 sites located across the country that have residual assets available for free issue.  The TYCOMs, NAVSEA and other activities own these various warehouses.  All the residual sites report their inventories to the Residual Asset Manager (RAM) database or to the Consolidated Residual Asset Manager Screening Information (CRAMSI) program.  NAVICP Mechanicsburg maintains the RAM database, and CRAMSI is maintained by Naval Sea Logistics Center (NSLC), Mechanicsburg.  

CNSL ships (except SAC207 and those with Micro-SNAP) submit a Trial Reorder Review (RPT029) every ten days to NSLC for CRAMSI/RAM screening, and ships (except SAC207) also submit their Material Outstanding File (RPT073) once a month to NSLC for screening.  All backorders and deferred requisitions are screened against the various residual assets.

All IPG II & III and some IPG I requisitions are automatically screened against RAM assets when requisitions are entered into the supply system.  The Central Point of Entry logic looks at the RAM database, and if the material is available, will "BM" the requisition to the warehouse that has the material.  The requisitioning ship will then receive "BN" status back to de-obligate OPTAR.

For urgent requirements, send a fax or SALTSGRAM to NSLC, including NIIN, document number, quantity, priority and POC.  Fax to NSLC at DSN 430-3689, Comm. (717) 605-3689, or send SALTSGRAM to "NCI".  NSLC will check the CRAMSI database; any items they can't fill are forwarded to RAM for screening.
