MAI is available for viewing on the CNSL maintenance web site (via references & resources, maintenance, MAI), and type desks/port engineers can use it to request that specific items be added to a ship visit assessment candidate list.  Test procedures are also included.  Update information can be sent via e-mail or faxed to SUPSHIP Portsmouth (C, 220).

Guiding Principles:

This is a regular tool used by FTSC and SUPSHIP 220 for creating ship visit agendas, both the generic class list and the specific ship hull list following the pre-visit briefing.  MAI is updated regularly based on review of ship visit results and recommendations from FTSCLANT and SUPSHIP Portsmouth (C 220)
