The JFMM is made up of five distinct volumes:


Volume I   =  New Construction


Volume II  =  Integrated Fleet Maintenance


Volume III =  Deployed Maintenance


Volume IV =  Tests, Inspections and Special Application Maintenance Programs


Volume V  =  Quality Maintenance (formerly Quality Assurance)

Guiding Principles: 
· A standardized, basic set of minimum requirements to be used by all Type Commanders and subordinate commands.

· Clear, concise technical instruction to ensure maintenance is planned, executed, completed and documented within all Fleet commands.

· A vehicle for implementing Regional Maintenance policies across all platforms.

· A comprehensive set of process descriptions for use by schools such as Surface Warfare Officer School (SWOS), Senior Officer Ship Maintenance and Repair Course (SOSMRC), Engineering Duty (ED), Technical Training, etc.

Measures of Effectiveness:
· A formal change process has been established for all five volumes of the manual.  Users of the manual are encouraged to submit change requests.  All change requests must be submitted using the Change Request Form contained in each volume.  If changes are submitted in electronic format, facsimile, or E-mail, each change request shall contain the information required on the Change Request Form.
