Guiding Principles:

· Total material inspection, including inport and underway.

· Conducted every three to five years.

· Report of results sent to ship’s chain of command.

Measures of Effectiveness:

· CSMP accurately reflect ship’s material condition.

· Trend analysis of inspection results.
