Shipboard Electrical Cableway Assessment Program 

Purpose:

To assist ships in identifying and documenting all electrical cableway hazards and deficiencies, which endanger personnel and degrade ship readiness.  Assist ship personnel in correcting category “A” deficiencies.   Document outstanding deficiencies for development of Fleet Maintenance Activity (FMA) work packages.

Brief Description:

The Shipboard Electrical Cableway Assessment Program provides assistance to ships force personnel in identifying and documenting hazards and deficiencies associated with shipboard electrical cableways.  

Guiding Principles:

· A Continuous Maintenance assessment that occurs prior to ship maintenance availability of 6 weeks or longer.

· Tailored for each ship class type, maximum of 30 day visit by FMA.

· Results are documented in a cableway report, electronic database.

· Accomplish whole ship inspection to identify all electrical cableway deficiencies.

· Train Ship’s Force personnel in proper cableway installation/repair methods in an effort to improve shipboard electrical safety, systems reliability and improve/maintain ship damage control boundaries.

· Assist Ship’s Force in repairs of Category “A” deficiencies, time permitting.

· Assist Ship’s Force in obtaining necessary repair parts.

· Issue a data base report for tracking of deficiency corrections and status.

· Conduct indoctrination and post visit briefs to ship.

· Brief ship CO as deemed necessary.

· Assist other activities as required to correct shipboard deficiencies.

 Measures of Effectiveness:

· No Class “C” fires associated with electrical cableways on inspected ships.
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· Heighten knowledge level of electrical and electronic personnel as related to electrical cableways.

· No personnel injuries (e.g., electrical shocks) as a result of damaged electrical cables.
