Brief Description:

The ship Self-Help Habitability Improvement Program provides a means for ships to upgrade unsatisfactory or outdated Enlisted and CPO berthing and sanitary spaces.

Guiding Principles:

· Ships are selected for the program just prior to their 10 year commissioning date. 

· The ship's material condition, its compliance with CNO habitability standards and a repair availability of sufficient duration is the criteria used to determine project ship selection.

Measures of Effectiveness:

· The direct effect of habitability improvements is reflected in the improvement of the crew's morale, health and safety. 

· The long-term effect is also reflected in the increase in overall Force retention rates and ultimately to operational and combat readiness.
