Purpose:

To ensure that the aviation facilities aboard Air Capable and Amphibious Aviation Ships meet all requirements to safely conduct aircraft operations.
Cognizant Staff Code:

Brief Description:

Verifies that the facilities and equipment necessary for the proper, adequate, and safe conduct of flight operations are installed, available, and operate according to approved plans and procedures.

Guiding Principles:

· Implement certification requirements.


· Train ship’s force in the certification process and maintenance of Aircraft Launch and Recovery Equipment (ALRE).


· Ensure personnel safety and safety of aircraft operations are not compromised.


· Ensure material readiness of aviation facilities.


Measures of Effectiveness:

· Safety of flight operations.


· Low aircraft accident / mishap and personnel injury rate.

· Aviation facilities certified to appropriate directives.

· Increased readiness of all COMNAVSURFLANT ships to support scheduled USN, USMC, and Joint Helicopter Operations.


· Cost avoidance increased by implementing certification process. 


· Technical assist visits turned into certifications.

· Decreased number of ALRE CASREPs on deployed and CONUS units.     


· Reduced cost of repairs by early identification of aviation facility discrepancies.
